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Summary of  November 2015 Council Meeting 

A new Christmas tree has been donated and will be in place in the Sanctuary for the season. 

Our speakers in the Sanctuary have been adjusted to make it easier to hear the service throughout the room. Ad-
ditionally, we will purchase several sets of headphones that will be available to anyone wanting to hear the ser-
vice better. 

Our website is being upgraded to make it more informative and easier to update. We are adding the capability 
for on-line giving using a link on the new website. This ability to easily donate online will be both a convenience 
to our congregation and will give others outside of our congregation an easy way to support our mission. More 
information how this works will be provided when the link is ready for use. 

Council approved funds to purchase and install a steeple above our narthex. This project should be completed in 
January. 

The committee to conduct the 2015 internal audit of our church finances will begin work in late December. 

The councilõs recommended 2016 Ministry Plan was discussed in detail and approved. It will be presented to the 
Congregation at the December Congregation Meeting for discussion and approval. 

Work is continuing on two projects - install a shower between Pastor Sifontes office and the nursery and replace 
our security monitoring service. 

The next council meetings will be held Monday December 14 and January 18. These meetings are open to all 
members of the congregation. 

 
 

Summary of  December 6th Congregation Meeting 

The Congregation meeting was held to discuss and vote on the 2016 Ministry Plan, elect a new member to the 
council, and select the nominating committee for 2016. 

The 2016 Ministry plan recommended by the Council was presented and discussed. The Plan was for $263,806, 
and increase of $3,504 (1.3%) over our 2015 Plan. After a review of the line items that increased and decreased 
from last year and a discussion of salaries, the plan was approved. 

The nominating committee recommended Alan Clark to a three year term on the council to replace Alan Over-
cash, who completed two terms.  Mr. Clarkõs nomination was unanimously approved with enthusiasm. 

The following volunteers will serve on the 2016 nominating committee - Nancy Garland, Jim Joninas, Joe
