Family Promise of  Hall County will be back with us the 

week of  July 16th.  This ministry is to assist homeless children and 

their families.   

In the program currently (mind you, this can change at any moment) are 2 families for a 

total of 7 people.  2 adults, and 5 children. 

There are a number of ways in which to volunteer to share the Love of God during this 

time.  We will need dinners for most  nights (one adult can hove no fish or seafood).  If 

you do sign up to cook or host a dinner, please get in touch with any other people that may have signed up for 

the same night, so you can share the duties.  Itõs always a good thing to have too much food than not enough.  

Our families love the Home Cooked meals they receive, and it also gives them ideas of things to prepare once 

they are out on their own.  I will try to send out a note at the start of the week with the number of guests we will 

have and their ages, so please be sure your e-mail address and phone number is correct in the directory.  

 

**NOTE that we will NOT need dinners or dinner hosts on Monday or Tuesday of that week, but will 

still need the Overnight Hosts.  

Other opportunities to volunteer for the week are: 

Overnight hosts ð we need 2 people each night to spend the night (you are out by 7:00 am, so you can attend to 

your daily activities). 

Laundry ð at the end of our time, we have sheets, blankets and towels that will need to be laundered and re-

turned at some point before the next time we host.  (All bed linens are kept in the cabinets in the Kids Worship 

Room, while towels and washcloths are kept in the shower room ð Please put away orderly when you return 

them. (Let me know if we are running low, or need replacements  on anything please) 

Set-up & Break-Down help - The Sunday afternoon of arrival, we will need some help in preparing the bed-

rooms for our guests, and the Sunday morning of departure, we will need some help in putting the classrooms 

back in order.  Many hands make light work.

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Should You Use Secure Online Giving?  

While my wife does not pay her bills 

using the internet, she does order things online to get the right size or best price and then 

pays using her credit card.  She also uses our Secure Online Giving program to make our 

church donations.  We do this weekly from our Checking Account. Recently, she had me 

also make a donation to the Adult Forum using our American Express Card.  (We were 

traveling and would miss a couple of Sundays). It was really simple! 

You too can make this simple change.  Itõs free whether you use your Checking 

Account or Credit or Debit Card.  Normally you just sign on using our church website www.clcga.org 

or use your phone to scan our QR Code (itõs on the above Donation Card) and go directly to the do-

nation site.  Once you set up your profile, itõs simple to make changes.  

Simply follow these easy steps: 

Visit our church website at www.clcga.org 
From Menu, select Online Giving 

Click the Create Profile button 

Follow the online instructions to create your profile and schedule your contribution (the frequency and 

fund). 

Your donation can be one-time or recurring.  You specify the date your donation should occur.  When the 

donation gets processed, you receive an email thank you and a reminder to update your records.   

Switching to Secure Online Giving will help our church.  We implemented this option to keep up with tech-

nology.  As you may have heard, we are having a hard time getting counters to handle the collections each 

Sunday.  If we can get you and half of the congregation to change to this program it will simplify their work 

load.   

So help simplify life for you and our counters.  Switch to our Secure Online Giving program and use 

one of our colorful Donation Cards to drop in the plate on Sunday.
